Please help us in doing this by 
reading over the following information carefully.  
 
Dress Rehearsal:  

• Dress Rehearsals will be held Saturday, May 16th, Sunday, May 17th, Monday, May 18th, Tuesday, May 19th, and Thursday, May 21st  
each day at Sauk Prairie River Arts Center, 105 9th St. Prairie du Sac, WI. 

• NO REGULAR CLASSES MAY 17th-23rd. 
• Please refer to pages 4-5 for your specific dress rehearsal schedule assignments.  
• ARRIVE 10 MINUTES prior to your rehearsal time with hair and make-up done. We are planning to run on time. THE TIME ON THE 

DRESS REHEARSAL LIST IS THE TIME YOU ARE ON STAGE...If you are late, you have missed your rehearsal!  
• Enter at doors E5 and E6 (These doors are at the front of the River Arts Center) and proceed to your left directly to the check in 

table at the entrance of Leola Hall. *No entrance through the art gallery.* 
• Once dancers have entered the RAC and checked in at the designated check in table with MPA Staff, they can proceed 

directly to their assigned dressing rooms. 
• Upon arrival, place all costumes and dance bags in assigned dressing rooms. 
• DOUBLE CHECK all costumes, undergarments, tights, accessories, and shoes before you leave home (put your name on all your 

items as well). This is your dress rehearsal to make sure you are prepared for your show, this includes your costuming.  
• Have a snack/dinner before you arrive. You need all the energy you can get for your time on stage!  
• Dancers are to go to the audience once they are prepared for their dress rehearsal and sit in their corresponding level/class spots 

(please look for a sign to guide you were to sit). 
• If you have more than one dance, be aware of your costume changes and be ready for each rehearsal time.  
• When your 10 minutes of stage time for all of your dances are complete, you are then dismissed.   
• Be respectful of our host theater. Clean up after yourself.  
• NO EATING OR DRINKING IN THE RIVER ARTS CENTER. 

 
Performance:  

• The Spring Concert of Dance performances will be held on Friday, May 22nd at 7:00 PM and Saturday, May 23rd at 1:00 PM and 6:00 
PM at Sauk Prairie River Arts Center, 105 9th St. Prairie du Sac, WI. 

• Please refer to pages 4-5 for your class show assignment AND to pages 6-8 for the performance orders. 
• DOUBLE CHECK all costumes, undergarments, tights, accessories, and shoes before you leave home (Put your name on all your 

items as well). This is your big day!  
• All dancers are to arrive at the theater with their hair and make-up done. 
• Dancer call times Friday, May 22nd: 

o All Pre-Professional 1-7 Level dancers and any YPG dancers are to arrive at the theater at 5:00 PM for warm-up on stage 
from 5:30-6:30 PM. 

o All Jr. 1-4 and Sr. 1-3 Level dancers are to arrive at the theater 1 hour before show time. 
• Dancer call times Saturday, May 23rd: 

o All Pre-Professional 1-7 Level and any YPG dancers are to arrive at the theater at 11:00 AM for warm-up on stage from 
11:30-12:30 PM. 

o All Jr. 1/2 and Sr. 3/4  are to arrive at the theater 1 hour before their show time. 
o All Pre-Ballet and Fancy Feet dancers are to arrive 30 minutes before their show time. 

• Dancers will enter the River Arts Center at doors E5 and E6 and check in at the designated check in table with MPA Staff and 
proceed directly to the assigned dressing rooms. *No entrance through the art gallery.* 

• Upon arrival, place costumes and dance bags in assigned dressing rooms.  This is where you will change and wait during the 
show.  

• All dancers are to remain backstage throughout the whole show.  
• There will be a bow at the end of each half of the performance.  
• If you have a quick change (less than 2 dances between numbers), please find an MPA instructor upon check in to help you set 

up in the quick-change area. You will need a small laundry basket to keep your items in for your quick change.  
• All other changes will be made in the dressing rooms.  
• MPA Staff and parent volunteers only are allowed backstage. 
• There will be runners taking the students to and from stage and dressing room. Dancers, make sure that once you perform each 

dance, you return to the dressing rooms to get ready quickly for your next number.  
• We ask that once the performance begins, that parents remain in their seats for the entire show. It is extremely disruptive to the 

dancers and other audience members if people are standing/sitting and entering/exiting during the performance.  
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• Dancers will be dismissed after the performance is completed and will greet family members and friends in the front lobby after 

the show exiting from Leola Hall.  
• DOUBLE CHECK all costumes, undergarments, tights, accessories, and shoes before you leave the theater. Take everything home 

with you. MPA and the River Arts Center are not responsible for lost items.  
• Be respectful of our host theater. Clean up after yourself.

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SPRING CONCERT MAKE-UP GUIDELINES 
Things You Will Need:  

• Foundation 
• Concealer(optional)  
• White and brown eye shadows 
• Fluffy eye shadow brush 
• Black pencil eye liner 
• White pencil eye liner 
• Eyebrow pencil (color appropriate for your brows)  
• Eyelash curler 
• Mascara 
• Fluffy blush brush 
• Pink blush (one darker shade and one brighter) 
• Lip pencil (color corresponding to lipstick color) 
• Lip stick (darker pink or red) 
• Lip gloss (optional)   

Instructions:   
Apply primer. Dot primer on the forehead, cheeks and chin. Blend out so the entire face is covered with a layer of primer. Allow primer to 
soak in. Primer creates a barrier that prolongs makeup and makes it appear fresh longer.    

Apply foundation. Dot foundation in the same areas as Step 1 and blend out. A tinted moisturizer or lightweight foundation should do the 
trick for young girls as they seldom have flawed skin. If there are under-eye circles, pat concealer on them for additional coverage.    

Apply eye makeup. Eye makeup is one of the most crucial steps in applying stage makeup. The eyes should pop dramatically so the 
audience can see a dancer's expression from afar. Dust brown shadow from the eyelid up to the eye crease. Color below the eyebrow 
with white shadow. Line the upper lash line with black pencil eyeliner. Create short strokes and then connect the "dots" for a pristine line. 
Use white pencil at outer crease of the eye. Curl eyelashes with lash curler. Apply mascara to lashes.  

If using faux lashes, you may have to cut lashes in half so they fit a young girl's eyes. Apply lash glue to the faux lashes using a Q-tip and 
allow glue to reach a tacky consistency (which takes about 10 seconds). Gently apply the faux lash to the lash line and press the lash down 
using the end of a small makeup brush (the end without bristles). Once lash glue has dried, go over faux and natural lashes with mascara to 
blend hairs together for a flawless look.  

Apply blush. Swirl the fluffy blush brush in a pink blush and tap onto the apples of the cheeks. Without picking up additional product, buff 
blush to create a natural- looking flush without any harsh lines.  

Apply lip products. Line and fill lips with a lip liner. Apply lipstick and blot with a tissue. Finish with lip-gloss

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SPRING CONCERT HAIR GUIDELINES 
How to make a low Ballet bun with a side part.  

Things you will need:  

• Water  
• Hair spray or hair gel. 
• Bobby pins/Hair pins to match color of hair.  
• Hair tie to match color of hair.  
• Hair net to match color of hair.  

Instructions:  

1. Wet hair and part on side of choice about 3⁄4 the way to back of head.  
2. Slick back smoothly into a ponytail lined up around the top edge of the ears. Gel and hairspray to help get smooth look 

and secure any “fly always.”  
3. Twist hair and start to wrap it around the ponytail securing with bobby pins and hairpins as you go around. Note: be sure 

to get a little bit of hair from head and a little from the twisted pony into the pin together. This will help secure. Note: for 
really thick hair it is helpful to separate hair into two twists, doing one wrap at a time.  

4. Take hair net and wrap it around bun to tie in any loose hairs and then bobby pin in the hairnet. 5. Give whole head one 
final spray.  

Note: if securing a head piece use bobby pins to help secure and make sure to send your dancer with extras just in case.
